Restaurants - Take customer orders, deliver meals and drinks, input orders using electronic system, and clean up after customers. In

addition, help maintain order and abide by all state and local liquor laws.

Banquets - Setup rooms and buffets for service to large groups, bus tables, and clean up rooms upon event completion

While working for Anchorage Golf Course/O’Malley’s on the Green, you will be surrounded by the surreal Alaskan scenery with a

spectacular view of North America’s tallest peak, Denali! If you enjoy wildlife, then prepare yourself for daily encounters with the mighty

moose and the possibility of seeing eagles, black bears, and foxes. Pay is to be determined based on Alaskan law, but we are expecting

between $11.73 and $11.98 per hour, plus gratuities. This is a tipped position in addition to your hourly wage. Every day you will have the

opportunity to interact and practice your English skills with fellow employees and customers.
